Parents:

v 1 will encourage good sportsmanship by demonstrating positive support for all players, coaches,
game officials and administrators as well as other parents.

v 1 will place the emotional and physical well being of all players ahead of any personal desire to
win.

v I will support the coaches, officials, and administrators working with my child, in order to afford a
positive and enjoyable experience for all.

v I will remember that the game is for the players, not the adults.

v I will ask my child to treat other players, coaches, game officials, administrators and fans with
respect.

v I will always be positive.

v I will always allow the coach to be the only coach.

v I will not get into arguments with the opposing team's parents, players or any coaches.

v I will not come on to the field of play for any reason prior to the completion of the match.

v 1 will not criticize the game officials.

v I'will always allow the referee to be the only referee.

v I will never use abusive or insulting language. | will treat everyone with dignity.

Violation of this Code of Ethics may result in the revocation of your privilege, as well as your child’s, to
participate in the game of soccer with the Burrillville - Glocester Youth Soccer Association.
